What You Wil Need:

Cupcake Tray
Mixing Spoon
Piping Bag

Grater

Bowl

Cupcake Cases x6

Fon the Cupeakes

75g Self Raising Flour
25g Coco Powder
100g Caster Sugar

2 Medium Eggs
100g Margarine

For the Butterncream

75g Icing Sugar

25g Coco Powder
100g Margarine

For the Decorations

3 Bourbon Biscuits

6 Strawberries



Pre-heat the oven by turning
on and setting the temperature
to gas mark 4 or 350 degrees
Fahrenheit.

Prepare your cupcake tin by lining
with paper cupcake cases.

Into one bowl weigh out all the
cupcake ingredients, then add
the two eggs.

Mix thoroughly to make sure all
the flour and other ingredients
have been combined.

Once combined, split the mixture
evenly into 6 cupcake cases that
you already have in your cupcake
tin.

Ensuring that the oven has been
preheated for at least 15 minutes,
place your cupcakes in the oven
(on the middle shelf). They will
need checking after 25 minutes.

While these are baking you

can begin to prepare the other
elements of the cupcakes starting
with the butter icing.

Add the margarine, coco and
icing sugar to a bowl and
combine. Do this slowly and
carefully so you do not make
a mess and icing easily goes
everywhere.

Once combined, transfer to an
icing bag and place in the fridge
until required.

Take the bourbon biscuits and
break them up, you can grate
them or bash them with a rolling

pin.

Remove the buns from the oven
once they have been baking for
25 minutes. Leave them to cool
for a further 25 minutes.

Once cooled they can be built.
Starting with the butter icing,
pipe from the outer edges and
work in and up.

Then sprinkle with the bourbon
biscuit soil.

Top with a washed strawberry.

We all know that ants can carry multiples of their own body weight, more precisely up to
40 times.
